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Dear Educator:  








Thank you for your interest in the Children’s Dyslexia Center Orton-Gillingham reading and spelling remediation training.  The program consists of 45 lecture hours and 100 practicum hours; once this is completed you may receive the initial level of Orton-Gillingham certification.





It is imperative that all sessions are attended, due to the volume of material that is covered in each session.  





Upon completion of 20 classroom hours, you will begin your practicum by tutoring two dyslexic students.  You will be required to tutor two students for 50 minutes each, either on a Monday and Wednesday, or a Tuesday and Thursday.  The tutoring sessions are at 4 p.m., 5p.m., 6 p.m., and 7 p.m.





Training is free, and a commitment is needed from you to complete the entire 45 hours of lecture and the 100 practicum hours.  After the 100 hours of tutoring, you will be qualified to apply for Orton-Gillingham certification.  At this point, you may be eligible for payment through the Center for your services.





Three to six graduate credit hours are available through IUSB for taking this training.





Please also consider that the training requires, in addition to attendance, textbook reading and assignments, and 3 book reports which are due by the end of your 100-hour practicum.

Generally, the training class meets one Saturday every month (except December) for 12 months.  Each session lasts four to six hours.
