	Dear Parent, Educator, or Guardian: 

Thank you for your interest in the Children’s Dyslexia Center.  The Center provides free of charge one-on-one tutoring with a trained Orton-Gillingham instructor.  Orton Gillingham is a very specialized program for students who are a minimum of a year behind in reading and/or spelling.  We do not work with any homework, rather, we go back and reteach them the skills that they need in order to overcome their difficulties in these areas.  Our goal at the Center is to bring each child up to a minimum of grade level. 

In order to begin at the Center, you will need to return to us a completed application (enclosed), along with the following test scores:  

A. One of the following dated within the past three years to date:

· Weschler Intelligence Scale for Children  (WISC – IV)  This is the most preferred assessment.

· Stanford-Binet IV

· Comprehensive Test of Nonverbal Intelligence (C-TONI)

· Kaufman Assessment Battery for Children 

· Woodcock Johnson Test of Cognitive Abilities (WJTCA)

B. One of the following dated preferably within the last two years:

· Woodcock Johnson Tests of Achievement, 3rd Edition (WJ-III) 
· Woodcock Reading Mastery - Revised  
· Weschler Individual Achievement Test (WIAT-II, WIAT-III)  
       (Reading and Spelling are the only sub-tests that are required.)  
· Kaufman Test of Educational Achievement (KTEA-2)

Before you apply, please understand the following commitment that is required for your participation:  

         1.  We do not accept students for only a summer term or a semester.  The length of our remediation program is on average two to three years.  

          2.  The Board of Governors for the Center has instilled an attendance policy.  Since there has been an increase in the need for our services and more children are waiting to receive tutoring, all children will be allowed to miss four lessons per operating year.
